	DCP0030 has been raised as a result of BSCP40 issue 2 ‘Review of Microgeneration Processes in the Code Subsidiary Documents’ and seeks to ensure that the Import Supplier is aware when microgeneration is being installed, and creates a process to check that the Import Meter will not run backwards.

	DCP0033 has been raised by ELEXON on behalf of the Smart Metering Expert Group. DCP0033 proposes to introduce a new Code of Practice that should facilitate the use of smart metering in the elective HH market and in so doing, make it more viable for Suppliers to move from NHH to HH without incurring significant costs.  

Along with the new CoP, the DCP will alter documentation to exempt elective HH (<100kW) Metering Systems from some of the standard HH requirements currently in place, namely the performance of Proving Tests, Meter Advance Reconciliation and Protocol and Compliance Approval; this is on the basis that such Metering Systems could have been traded as NHH without having to go through these steps.

CP1248 proposes to amend BSCP514 to reduce the time allowed for the NHH MOA to release the MTD to the Supplier, NHHDC, LDSO, current NHHMOA to new NHHMOA, and NHHMOA to HHMOA from 10 working days to 2 working days.
The estimated ELEXON implementation cost is 2.25 Man Days, which equated to £495. CP1248 is currently targeted at the February 2008 Release.
