	The implementation of CP1209 ‘Inclusion of MSID Counts on the GSP Group Consumption Totals Report’ will allow Suppliers to derive average consumption data per Consumption Component Class (CCCs). However, CP1209 will only detail respective CCC MSID Count data in those GSP Groups for which a Supplier is registered; in addition, this data will not be available to other Suppliers or to Distributors.
The SVG discussed this matter at its meeting on 01 April 2008 and determined that a DCP should be raised to propose an alternative solution allowing all Suppliers and Distributors to see CCC MSID Count data across all GSP Groups.

	BSCP03 describes the process for agreeing the appropriate metered data values associated with Active Energy meters to be used by CDCA for CVA when there is a problem with the values obtained via the normal metered data collection process.

CP1245, raised by British Energy from DCP0028, details System and process improvements that have been identified that would result in a more efficient delivery of this key industry requirement, whilst reducing some of the ambiguity surrounding the application of estimates/substitutions under certain scenarios.
The proposed solution is to increase the frequency of the I014 flow. Rather than monthly it would be issued regularly on a daily basis. The flow will be produced at the end of each day to report on estimation activity carried out during the day.
The estimated ELEXON implementation cost is £880 and the BSC Agent cost is £435. CP1245 is targeted at the November 2008 Release.
